Ground and Overhead disturbing narrative for grazing plans
When implemented/installed, repaired or maintained, these practices have the potential to involve ground disturbance.  As such, owners of all private and public buried utilities (including natural gas drilling activities) must be notified a minimum of three full business days prior to any excavation, post driving or other ground disturbance.  Contacting DIG SAFELY NEW YORK (1-800- 962-7962 or call 811 or access www.call811.com) to locate underground facilities is one step in this procedure.  Also, a cultural resource review involving NYS Office of Parks, Recreation & Historic Preservation and USDA NRCS must be undertaken in this case.
When installed, repaired or maintained, these practices have the potential to impact water resources of New York State.  In these instances, a stream permit from NYS DEC and US Army Corps of Engineers may be required before any activity commences.

Structural type practices such as laneways, roof runoff control systems, ponds and heavy use areas, etc. have the potential to impact water resources of New York State.  While such best management practices are exempt from certain provisions of the NYS DEC SPDES general permit for Stormwater Discharges from Construction Activity(GP-02-01), proper sediment & erosion control practices must still be planned and fully implemented when total ground disturbance of the project exceeds one acre in size.
Installation of these practices may occur within the right-of-way of NYSE&G, National Grid or other public and private utility for overhead electric transmission and/or distribution lines.  Seek guidance, approval, and where necessary modify project design based on review by utility.
Also be aware of neighboring tile lines, culverts, water lines and septic systems before starting a project.
